The Robert Altmann Collection of Post-War Cuban Art

Painter, collector, poet, writer, editor: Robert Altmann left his mark on Cuba and was the link 
between many Cuban and European artists.

He lived on the island during the 1940s, after being chased out of France by the Nazi 
occupation. He arrived at a time when Cuba was enjoying a rich cultural life with emigrants 
from all over the world. He married a part-Cuban woman, Hortensia, and became friends 
with the most important artists of the golden age of Cuban art: Wifredo Lam, Amélia Peláez, 
Samuel Feijóo, Antonia Eiriz, Joaquín Ferrer, Guido Llinás, Gina Pellón, Loló Soldevilla, 
Cundo Bermúdez and many others. He worked with the great writer José Lezama Lima on the 
famous magazine Orígenes, and also with the ethnologist Lydia Cabrera.

It is impossible to speak about Cuban culture without mentioning Robert Altmann. His 
collection of Cuban Art from the 1960s shows his close intellectual affinity with multicultural 
diversity, his understanding of an incredible artistic reality, and his vision of a future where 
the sole testimony of freedom would be creation and art.
